8. What resources would motivate settlers to move to each region?

9. How did pioneers start a business?

1. As a class, students will use brainstorming to identify opportunities and hardships people faced moving to Missouri 
2. In groups, students will create two solutions for overcoming two hardships encountered in unsettled territory 

3. Using a list of resources, the students will research the natural resources of their assigned regions 
4.      Using a table, students will classify six natural resources as an opportunity or hardship 

Learning Goal 2:  The student will know that a question can be investigated and answered by applying a problem-solving method.
Objective:

5.      Given a scenario of a survival problem in nature from Hatchet, students will work in groups to apply problem-solving methods to develop solutions to the problem 
Learning Goal 3:  The student will know that a persuasive paragraph must establish a viewpoint, provide three supporting details with a conclusion.
Objectives:
6. On a poster, students will work in groups to record economic growth opportunities based on their region’s natural resources 

7. Students will  list two resources in their region with related economic opportunities on a postcard template to post in their region on the bulletin board
8. Students will create a persuasive 5-paragraph essay containing a viewpoint, three or more supporting details, and a conclusion 
9. Based on their persuasive paragraphs, students will collaborate to design a 1-minute commercial describing three attractive natural resources of their specific region to persuade the audience to move there.
10.   Students will create a brochure presenting natural resources available in their assigned region
Learning Goal 4: Students will know basic economic principles of a business start-up 
Objective:
11.  On a poster, students will record income and expenses on their business venture
12.  Students will create a product and market it for a profit
13.  Students will diagram the manufacturing process of raw materials into goods or services for economic growth

Learning Goal 5: Students will know 4 basic square dance movements
Objective:

14.   While listening to a song, the students will demonstrate four basic square dance patterns with a partner
Learning Goal 6:  Students will learn specific step patterns, simple positions, and formations for square dancing

Objective:

15.   With a partner, students will demonstrate square dance step patterns, positions, and formations (do-si-do) throughout an entire square dance song.
Learning Goal 7:  Students will know that relief sculpture has a specific 3-D form and can be created organically.
Objective:  

16.  Students will collect at least three different types of organic materials from their own home 
Using organic materials, the students will design a relief sculpture replica of their region with emphasis on natural resources
INTRODUCTORY ACTIVITIES: 
Materials: Display a map of Missouri on bulletin board, computer, marker, work samples, Hatchet scenarios, checklist
Pre-assessment: Give students pre-post test (Appendix H) about Missouri to find out what they need to learn and use as formative assessment to customize lesson content 

Show video Gateway West: The Coming of the Americans, Lewis & Clark, & the Louisiana Purchase, from Ft. Osage. 

What event made it possible for settlers to begin moving westward?  LA Purchase   Who was president?  Jefferson  What 2 men first explored the territory that would become MO?  Lewis, Clark

Read aloud: The Louisiana Purchase : Expanding America's Boundaries by Magdalena Alagna. 

Explain Missouri’s 5 physical regions: Glaciated Till Plains, Osage Plains, Ozark Highlands, Mississippi Lowlands, and Alluvial River Plains.  Divide map on bulletin board. This website has excellent information. 
Explain to students: The year is 1821 and the citizens of Missouri have voted on a new governor.  The governor’s first task is very important.  In order to showcase the state of Missouri, he wants prospective citizens to have something to look at to tell about the regions of Missouri.  You have been appointed to a very important position--you have been commissioned by the governor to represent your region.  You and your staff have the honor of choosing the resources that best represent one of the five regions of Missouri.  The “governor” will be here when you make your final presentation to choose his new director and staff for the Department of Tourism.  The citizens of Missouri are confident that you will do a great job.  Congratulations and good luck! 

Give students self-evaluation (Appendix F)and briefly explain to students the items that will be expected of them. Show brochure template and talk about publishing responsibilities (Appendix E). This is a great powerpoint.  I made  my own changes to fit my activities.
Have students draw for their region, group up, and elect director, art director, and editor. Can have each region divide into 3 research teams (land, mineral, and water resources) if desired.  Students will stay with this group throughout the unit.  Have students sign names in regions on map.
Give students a printed survival scenario from the book Hatchet (Chap 13-17) Tell them they only have a hatchet and nature, and ask them to be ready to discuss their solutions with their group tomorrow for presentation.

On the day of the final presentations, each group will be responsible to set-up a regional display for the “governor” with artifacts.
Assessments: pre-test and sign-up on map 
______________________________________________________________________________
ACTIVITY 1:
Materials: natural resource worksheet (Appendix A), Hatchet scenarios, folders for time capsules, MO map outline, colored pencil, computer for video, hatchet
In the introduction we learned that Missouri can be divided into 5 regions and you chose the region you will research. Give students map outline and have them color their region, label and place in folder.  

Give students natural resource worksheet.  Define and brainstorm about natural resources.  Define organic, natural resources as material sources of wealth, such as timber, fresh water, or a mineral deposit, that occurs in a natural state and has economic value Ask: What natural resources do you think Missouri had to offer pioneers? Make list on board for students to copy on worksheets.
Show video The Lay of the Land: A discussion of the geology & geography of Missouri. 
Explain: Pioneers didn’t have stores and nice tools.  They experienced many difficulties to settle in Missouri and they had to be problem-solvers. 
Have 1 student from each group read their excerpt/scenario from Hatchet. What Would You Do? Play a game show in which a spokesperson representing each group describes what they would do to survive. This makes the students think like the character and perhaps identify with survivors (pioneers). 
Talk about some of the hardships or look at this resource for ideas.  Have students complete the hardship section of chart and write 2 solutions to 2 hardships on worksheet (Appendix A).

Assessments: natural resource worksheet; survival presentations
______________________________________________________________________________
ACTIVITY 2:
Materials: ruled 4x6 cards, stickers, rubber stamp/ink, persuasion maps, reference books, computer for video, resource worksheet, mailbox
Complete presentations of scenarios from previous lesson if needed.  Review natural resources.  Ask:  Why do you think pioneers were willing to make sacrifices to come to Missouri? make new life, follow dreams, adventure Guide students to consider economic reasons. What do you think Missouri had to offer? 

Show video:  Missouri’s Resources.

Review some of the hardships pioneers faced because of the natural resources.  But resources can also be a reason to move.  Ask:  Can you give me some examples?  How could pioneers make money from natural resources?  This PowerPoint has some good links and gives some good info about Missouri’s resources.  Discuss exports/imports. After brainstorming, have students complete opportunity section of resource worksheet.
“Missouri's central location and access to the Mississippi River contributed to its growth as a commercial center. By the mid–1700s, the state's first permanent settlement at Ste. Genevieve was shipping lead, furs, salt, pork, lard, bacon, bear, grease, feathers, flour and grain, and other products to distant markets. The introduction of steamboat traffic on the Mississippi, western migration along the Santa Fe and Oregon trails, and the rise of the railroads spurred the growth of commerce during the 19th century. Flour and grist mills, breweries and whiskey distilleries, and meat-packing establishments were among the state's early industrial enterprises. Lead mining has been profitable since the early 19th century.” Source
It's time to begin research for your region’s resources. Remember that you are focusing on the natural resources in your region that were available in the1700s. Have them research 1 source to find a resource and use for postcards .
Have each student prepare a postcard to send back “home” telling about what he/she found in this new land.  Ruled 4x6 index cards work great.  They need to properly address the plain side and write 2 sentences about a resource they found on the ruled side. The return address will be Name and Region, MO. Provide “stamps” and a cancellation.  Have example ready.  Have a mailbox for students and post cards on bulletin board later.
Assessments: completed postcards, completed resource worksheet
_____________________________________________________________________________
ACTIVITY 3:
Materials: Hard copy sources, computer, organic materials/relief sculpture
Review any areas that students are struggling with.

The first day(s) we will be using only hard copy sources available in the room, ie almanacs, library books, encyclopedias, etc.  After that, you may use a combination of computer and hard copy. Use the links below to help you in your research. You will need to use at least 5 sources: 2 or more hard copies and 3 computer sources and identify those sources. Have students brainstorm on paper by just writing words or phrases they find in research.  

Identifying valid links for each region limits wasted time. Depending on students’ needs, you may have to demonstrate good research skills.

General sites that can be used for all regions:  
· Missouri Department of Conservation 
· Missouri State Parks 
· Geography of Missouri 

More specific sites are available on this powerpoint.
Have students begin collecting organic materials to make relief sculptures of their regions.  These materials might include dirt, leaves, small rocks, or sticks—anything that is natural. I do not recommend natural clay since it crumbles bad.  
Assessments:  Exit ticket: Students write 3 natural resources they will look for around their house; brainstorm list
_____________________________________________________________________________

ACTIVITY 4:
Materials: persuasion maps, poster board
Review:  We’ve already learned that the regions of Missouri had lots of natural resources for economic opportunities.  Let’s make a poster for each region. On your poster, write all of the money-making reasons you should move to your region.
Have students go to computers and open persuasion maps and have them begin brainstorming OR have printed copies.  These maps are to guide research. Review the components of a good persuasive essay using the map.
MOVING TO MISSOURI: Your family has decided to move West across the Mississippi into Missouri. Write a persuasive essay explaining why your Missouri region is the best place for your new home.

Include 3 natural resources and their economic opportunities 

Must be five paragraphs (Introduction, 1 paragraph about each resource, conclusion)

Every paragraph must have 3 sentences: topic sentence, detail sentence, and ending sentence 

ONLY complete sentences with correct spelling, grammar, capitalization, and punctuation.

1) Prewriting: Organize your thoughts for writing by filling in information on the map.

2) Use your prewriting thoughts to complete a rough draft.

3) Choose 1 student to peer edit your essay.

3) After you have edited your rough draft, type your final copy on the computer.

4) Print final copy, put in folder, and turn it in

Assessments: poster, essay

____________________________________________________________________________
ACTIVITY 5: (Ideally you would collaborate with computer teacher to make these during that class period.) 
Materials: brochure template (Appendix E) on computer OR paper, glue, scissors, nature magazines, markers at station; essays
Now that you’ve researched your regions and written your essays, you need to summarize your information and make a brochure.  (Show students template on computer and explain the expectations.)  Have each group include 2 natural resources and 2 economic opportunities for each resource in their group brochure.  Choose 1 picture to include.  Be sure to fill in each section correctly.  Create a slogan.  Don’t forget to save your work.  

Return essays to students.  Have students finish brochures. Meet with groups and choose the most important points from essays.  The editor will type this into the brochure.  Finally, choose a short slogan to catch the reader’s attention.  When brochure is complete, proofread before publishing.
Assessment: complete brochure
_____________________________________________________________________________
ACTIVITY 6:
Materials: cardboard flats, natural, organic items, notes, glue
ART: Arrange with art teacher to do this project in art class or have teacher come to class to talk about relief sculptures. Demonstrate to the students how to make a relief sculpture or have a pre-made model and show examples. 
You will build a model of your region using only natural materials. 

Be sure to include any water sources, forests, plains, mountains, tall grasses, etc.

For this project there will be three expectations:

· 6 or more natural resources

· only includes organic material, NO purchased materials allowed or lose points

· shows originality and creativity
Assessment: completed sculptures
______________________________________________________________________________
ACTIVITY 7:
Materials: CD player or something to play music
MUSIC/PE: Arrange with music and/or PE teacher to do this in music or PE class or have teacher come to class if you cannot find a couple in the community. 
There were no TVs, computers, videos, theaters, etc for entertainment so people had to provide their own entertainment. Today we will be listening to the types of music heard during the early days of Missouri and practicing a dance. 

Have a couple come to class to demonstrate square dancing and teach students basic steps.  While music is playing, have students practice moves in pairs.

Assessment:  participation

______________________________________________________________________________
ACTIVITY 8: ‘Making it on Our Own’ game
Materials: paper money, natural resources, posterboard, transaction cards, balance sheet
Discuss barter, entrepreneur, goods, services, producer, consumer, profit, loss, risk.

Each region will choose 1 resource from their region to create a business.  It may not be directly on the land but the land provides the resources to produce a product.  For example, the land may be able to grow wheat, grapes, cattle, etc.  
Give each group $100 for start-up.  This represents everyone’s money that they brought with them so everyone is taking a risk.  Have students agree on a business and begin building that business.  They have to choose a service or a good. Begin by brainstorming about the end product and list everything needed to make that product and how they will get supplies.
Remember: all you have is natural resources, whatever tools you brought, and your skills.

With the start-up money, students buy any supplies (plants, machinery, nails, etc) and pay for any hired labor (agree on wage).  Students pay for every transaction and you are the clerk/banker.  Write transactions and cost on cards to place on poster like a gameboard. 

As you watch the businesses grow, have cards ready to distribute such as (no rain = crop failure; repair to machine = $5.00, etc) to help students understand the risk factors.

Have students record all expenses or receipts.  Provide balance sheet (Appendix G) for each group. Students can also barter or trade for items they need. 

Each group needs to make enough of a product for everyone to purchase.  For example, grape juice, bread, cotton shirt (cut out of material), play-doh ammo, etc. Let students buy and sell throughout the unit and on market day. The goal is to make a profit to divide among everyone.  A sample of the final product will be on display at the final presentation with process map. Poster will show the process to make the goods/services and profit.
Assessment: gameboard, product
______________________________________________________________________________
ACTIVITY 9:
Materials: brochures, essays
· Type a script for 60-second TV commercial on a Word document

· Use information from your brochure, essays, posters, research, etc

· You may add music, show props, dress-up....whatever it takes to convince your audience to move to your region

· Include the catchy slogan from your brochure

· Print completed, corrected script and place in your folder

Work with your director to combine your ideas.  Airtime is very expensive so your commercial must be 60 seconds…no more, no less. Remember: you could be “hired” by the “governor”!

CULMINATING ACTIVITIES:
· Invite other classes, families, and administration.
· Give each visitor a ballot (Appendix D) so they can vote for the appropriate categories.
· Introduce “governor” (aka MDC consultant) and tell students he will be choosing his next Director of Tourism and staff from the 5 regions.  

· On the board a map is divided into 5 regions.  Major water resources and landmarks are identified from researching their regions. Postcards are displayed.
· Each group sets up a display of items representing the resources in their area.  Each group has a natural relief sculpture of their area.  Each group has a poster listing resources with economic opportunities within their assigned region.  Each group has a process map and good or service model.
· Each group presents a 1-minute commercial based on information from their persuasive paragraphs about their region, convincing the audience why they should move there

· As a class, students perform square dance routines  to songs from this era

· Encourage students to dress in period-style dress but not required

· Ask MDC educational consultant (“the governor”) to attend your presentation and “judge” each regions’ presentations and identify his choice for the new “director and staff” of the Department of Tourism

· Have students from other classes attend your presentation and have each tourist vote by ballot for best presentation overall, brochure, commercial, relief map, and greatest economic opportunities.  Give Certificate of Award to the “governor’s choice” group and also students’ choice in each category. Give every student a “Missouri Tourism Award” certificate.
· Post-Assessment (Appendix H):  Have students take post-test to assess concepts learned after culminating activity and excitement has died down!

MISCELLANEOUS: Send note home with a brief explanation of the unit and the activities and invite them to the celebration.  One week prior to the celebration send another invitation.

Request librarian to pull books before starting the unit

Talk to art, computer, and music teacher before starting the unit
REFLECTION: 

This was quite a challenge.  With practice these probably become easier and quicker to plan.  They are definitely something you want to keep and build your library over time.  There definitely is a shift in thinking from subjects to activities that integrate several subjects.  That was probably the biggest difference.  This was also my first time to incorporate CCCS, instead of all GLEs.  I can also see the benefit of collaboration to share the workload.  The objectives and goals would be similar but implementation was definitely more cross-curricular.  

I would use the Dept of Conservation at least once and maybe have them come in the beginning also, depending on their schedule.  Any resource person I could find dealing with natural resources would be great.  I would consider inviting someone who makes useful items from natural products, such as wool, wood, etc.  If I could find a history expert, that would be great to have them discuss pioneer life.  It would be great to have an adult sponsor for each region to volunteer their services but that’s not real likely.  There are Seniors who are great with outdoors and love to share their knowledge.

Using group work addresses diversity.  Some students may need to have shorter writing assignments or extended time.  Since they are in groups, some can write, some can read, and others can discuss.  There is so much visual, hands-on going on that it should reach all learners.

By nature raising the awareness of the many uses of natural resources should help students realize the value of such.  There are so many things that could be discussed including the care of nature but that doesn’t apply here.  It is my goal for students to see their resources and how they can become an opportunity even today.  Also, they will have a greater respect and awareness for the products they have and how many resources are used to get that product.  These concepts also connect them to the larger world because that’s how our economy grows.  Through the research on the computer and from books, students will connect to the entire state, not just their city.  At the end of the unit, they should have a working knowledge about each region around the state.
